Fast Photoshop Skills Quiz Practice

Complete the following as fast as possible!  Your hands-on Photoshop quiz will be similar to this task.  Remember that there are another 15-20 things on the Photoshop checklist that you should be able to do (borders, adjusting text, etc.)!


1. Create an 8 inch wide and 6 inch tall image that has a resolution of 100 pixels per inch.  Use RGB and a white background.

2. Change your main two selected colours to blue and red, then use the gradient tool to create the blue and red background.

3. Go to the website:    janetka.com/FILES/APS
Download the orange and monkeys images to your home drive.

4. Open the orange image, select all of it, and copy and paste it in your 8X6 image.

5. Resize the orange to the appropriate size.

6. Open the monkeys image.  Select the appropriate portion of the image so that you have the three monkeys as shown in the final image.

7. Copy, paste, and resize, and rotate the monkey image onto the orange.

8. Use the eraser tool to erase some of the white from the monkeys on the orange.

9. Draw a thick green line above and below the orange.

10.  Write your name in the font Papyrus, size 72.  Rotate your name.
 Adjust the text so it looks as close as possible to the final image text.

11.  Apply a drop shadow blending option effect to your name.  Increase the distance and spread values to make the shadow match the sample.

12.  Save your image as a JPG on the DESKTOP.  Call the teacher over and be ready to show off your Photoshop file and open up your desktop jpg.
