Photoshop – Masks Assignment


For this assignment, you will take two or more images and combine them into a single, fake image that looks real.

Examples:

Placing your head onto an animal
Replacing an athlete’s body with your body
Placing your face into a movie poster add

Putting your friends face onto a model (girl or guy)
Replacing the kids face on the cereal box with yours
Driving a car on the kitchen sink
Swimming in a fish bowl

A giant animal walking through the city

You must show the following skills:

· /1  Good decisions concerning the size and resolution of the original and final images
· /1  Use of layers

· /2  Use of masks to help blend your photograph into the destination photograph

· /2  Evidence that some detailed editing was done

· /1  Matching of color/tone/brightness of your photograph and the destination photograph

· /1  Saving of the final photograph in both Photoshop and jpeg format
· /2  Producing a quality product

· include a screenshot of working on your image when you had mask layers being used

Please keep the following in mind:

The resolution of the original photographs should be good enough so that you could print an 6X4 photograph with a resolution of at least 200 pixels / inch.  You should be able to determine how many pixels wide and tall this is!

The final photograph should be saved in a compressed format so that it does not take up more than 400 kilobytes.

Matching color can be very difficult.  You may not be able to get a perfect match.
Consider turning your photograph into black and white and saving a black and white copy as well.
